Told in rhyme, this story takes children from the bottom of a 
mountain to the top. Kurtz shows children how the mountain habitats change with climate and elevation. 
Familiarity with different habitats broadens children’s environmental awareness and teaches them to value 
the Earth, from near and far. With the help of Erin Hunter’s vivid illustrations, Kurtz  introduces the reader 
to a host of mountain animals including  black bears, garter snakes, Bighorn sheep, Yellow-bellied marmots, 
salamanders, a Great Gray Owl, Clark’s nutcracker, hummingbirds, mountain goats and snow fleas.
