She offers to share her clothes with them, but her outfits don't work well
for the animals. So she comes up with creative ways to help them, thanks to her grandma's huge sewing box.

Janet Halfmann is the award-winning author of more than thirty children’s books, including "Little Skink's Tail," (also
from Sylvan Dell Publishing), "Good Night, Little Sea Otter," and "Seven Miles to Freedom: The Robert Smalls Story."
