In Desert Baths, watch the vulture bask in the morning 
sun, the roadrunner kick up a cloud of dust, the javelina 
wallow, and the bobcat give her cub a licking with a 
rough tongue. As the sun travels across the sky, learn 
how twelve different desert animals face the difficulties 
of staying clean in a dry and parched land. Explore the 
desert habitat through its animals and their habits of hy-
giene. Told in lyrical prose, this story is a celebration of 
the desert lands of the American Southwest. (Ages 4-8)

Darcy offers three types of presentations: 

•Large group assemblies: usually center on books, the writing and publishing process, and 
are suitable for K-8th grades. 
• Small group writing workshops: involve classes up to 30 students and can be tailored to 
the needs of your group. 
• Teacher professional development is another popular session, and can be tailored to your 
needs.  Sometimes schools also want to do a session for parents to discuss the importance 
of reading. 

  
These presentations can be combined, but are limited to a maximum of four presentations per 
day. Darcy can also divide her day between several 
schools that are close together.
